Language Classes

Japanese language classes are conducted for three
hours every weekday, maintaining an overall balance
between conversation, reading, and writing, with the goal
of improving overall communication skills. Lectures in
class will focus on topics such as business, history,
sociology, and traditional culture to gain an understanding
of the finer aspects of Japanese culture. Program
participants will create a strong foundation for their future
studies of Japanese through these lessons.

A placement test is conducted on the first day of class to
determine the Japanese language proficiency and class
placement of each student.
